We will be led by
Rory Johnson, from Herefordshire Meadows.

Saturday 4th July. A trip to Whixhall Moss NNR and Prees Heath Common. Two reserves near Whitchurch where we
hope to see (i.a.) the Large Heath and the Silver Studded Blue butterflies. 7.00am start £20
